Enclosed is all the information for the Quarter Finals of the Team Handicap Competition.

This seasons quarter finals will be contested by 8 teams all from different clubs!
Highlights of the 2nd round were;

· Portals beating Oakley ‘A’ by just 10 points!

· AWE defeating Oakley ‘B’ by just 7 points!

· St Peters ‘A’ knocking out KG ‘B’ by only 6 points!
· Improving Essex Eagles taking 9 of the sets against Div1 leaders Queens ‘A’

· Although there were some close matches there were also some big wins (sorry if my handicaps were to blame!) Queens ‘E’ had the biggest win of the round with a 110 point win after a 50 point head start over KGC who at the time were 18 points above them in the league!

Predictions
Winklebury v AWE

AWE have a good record in the competition over the last few years and the varying standards/handicaps in the team seem to give them a big boost with this format. With two low scores in the 1st two rounds they may need a big head start in order to make it through to the semi-finals.
Winklebury were gifted a place in the 2nd Round by their opponents conceding and narrowly overcame lower division opposition despite picking up their full 440 points. They will be again facing a big deficit at the start of the match and will therefore need to be very cautious in their approach to the game
Prediction- Winklebury to win 440-430
Portals v Basingstoke Hindu Society
Portals have recorded two good wins en-route to the quarter finals despite being taken all the way by Oakley ‘A’ however for the 1st time this season they will be facing lower opposition and will therefore need to win virtually all the sets reasonably comfortably to progress.

Bas Hindu Soc lost the closest match of the competition in round 1 by just 2 points and this improving team knocked out last years finalists Cannons convincingly after a maximum 380 head start. This time they face a team closer to them in terms of league points and so will need to push that little bit harder to overcome their fellow div2 opponents

Prediction- Portals to win 380-350
Queens ‘E’ v St Peters ‘A’
Queens have shown significant improvement this season and have come off the back of a huge win over higher league placed opponents. I expect them to score highly again but the main factor will be who plays for both teams and the head start that they receive.

St Peters have had 2 narrow wins and have not yet scored maximum points against either of their previous opponents. However, again, if using a lower handicapped player from their club it may give them the advantage in terms of the head start queens will receive.

Prediction- Queens ‘E’ to win 460-440

Minitec Profiles v Essex Eagles

Minitec narrowly lost to St Peters ‘A’ in the first round but had a very convincing win in the 2nd round over lower league opposition. Another match against even lower handicapped opponents should make it easier to score highly and restrict their opponents.
Essex Eagles went into round 2 after their opponents conceded. Then a fantastic performance against Div1 leaders Queens ‘A’ saw them through to the quarter finals. However recent league performances have increased some players’ handicaps so they may find things tougher in this round.
Prediction- Minitec Profiles to win 410-390

Score-Sheet Instructions
1. Write down playing order as for league match.

2. Obtain handicaps for each player from Personal Handicap sheet (or via the web) and enter opposite player’s name.

3. Add your three players’ handicaps together and divide by three to give your team score. The score should be rounded to the nearest whole number.

4. The difference between the team scores of the two teams is the start to be received by the team with the lower total handicap. However, if the difference between the team scores is greater than 380, the difference between the team scores will be taken as 380.  

5. Enter the difference in the first line of “Cumulative Score” for the other team.

6. Play each game (11 up) as normal, starting from “Love-all”, entering the score for each game in the appropriate section of the “Game Score” column.

7. All 4 games must be played between players, it is not “best of” 3 or 5 games. 

8. The team with the highest total in the “Cumulative Score” column at the end of the match is the winner. If a match is tied the away team will be deemed the winner.
9. The winning captain must send the match score-sheet ASAP.

10. Note – Doubles: The same players to play in all four games.

11. Please Note: Where a club has more than one side entered in the Handicap Cup, a player may only play for one of those sides.
