Where a completed score sheet is not received by 1st January 2012 or I have not been contacted by either team captain, both teams shall be eliminated from the competition.

Remember, as in previous years, any player can play “up” or “down” for another team in their club in the team handicap competition. However once a player has played for a particular team in that club they cannot play for any other team for the rest of the handicap competition that season.

Score-Sheet Instructions

1. Write down playing order as for league match.

2. Obtain handicaps for each player from Personal Handicap sheet (or via the web) and enter opposite player’s name.

3. Add your three players’ handicaps together and divide by three to give your team score. The score should be rounded to the nearest whole number.

4. The difference between the team scores of the two teams is the start to be received by the team with the lower total handicap. However, if the difference between the team scores is greater than 360, the difference between the team scores will be taken as 360.  

5. Enter the difference in the first line of “Cumulative Score” for the other team.

6. Play each game (11 up) as normal, starting from “Love-all”, entering the score for each game in the appropriate section of the “Game Score” column.

7. All 4 games must be played between players, it is not “best of” 3 or 5 games. 

8. The team with the highest total in the “Cumulative Score” column at the end of the match is the winner. If a match is tied the away team will be deemed the winner.
9. The winning captain must send the match score-sheet ASAP.

10. Note – Doubles: The same players to play in all four games.

11. Please Note: Where a club has more than one side entered in the Handicap Cup, a player may only play for one of those sides.
